1. The present petition is filed by a co operative housing
society. The society questions an order said to be issued under
Section 79(1) of the Maharashtra Co operative Societies Act. By
that order the authority directed the society to remove entries of
penal charges from its records. Those charges were imposed by

the society relying upon Bye law 169(A). The grievance of the

. J
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society is that the Registrar could not adjudicate whether the

charges themselves were legal or illegal.

2. The advocate for the petitioner argued that Section 79(1)
gives only supervisory and administrative control. It does not give
the Assistant Registrar power to adjudicate disputes between a
member and the society. He submitted that adjudication requires
evidence, hearing and findings on rights. Such power exists only
under specific dispute resolution provisions of the Act. Therefore
the Assistant Registrar travelled beyond jurisdiction while

directing deletion of charges.

3.  The advocate for respondent nos. 4 and 5 supported the
order. He argued that after the 2022 amendment and
introduction of Chapter VIII-D, the Registrar has wider authority.
He relied upon the decision in Arun Agarwal v State of
Maharashtra in Criminal Appeal No. 1708 of 2011 dated 02nd
September;, 2011and submitted that directions must be read in
context and not narrowly. He also relied on the judgment in Kiran
K. Sharma v Laxmi Estate Co operative Housing Society in Writ
Petition No. 3479 of 2023 decided on 25th January, 2024and
contended that the society had no authority to levy such penal
charges. Hence the Registrar merely corrected an illegality.
According to him, removal of unlawful entries from accounts

amounts to compliance enforcement and not adjudication.

4. To examine these rival submissions, it becomes necessary to
read Section 79(1) as amended. The provision states that the

Registrar may issue written directions to a society to take
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specified action so as to comply with the Act, Rules, bye laws or
any order of the Registrar. The society is bound to obey such

direction.

5. A plain reading shows the provision operates in a limited
field. It allows the Registrar to compel obedience to existing legal
obligations. For example, if a society fails to maintain registers,
fails to hold meetings, or violates statutory procedure, the
Registrar may order compliance. The section therefore works as
an administrative enforcement tool. It does not create a forum for

deciding contested rights.

6. The last part of Section 79(1) also requires compliance
with prior orders of the Registrar. This part must be read together
with the earlier portion. The entire provision forms a mechanism
of supervision and enforcement. Nowhere does it permit the
Registrar to determine whether a member legally owes money to
the society. Determining liability requires adjudication.
Adjudication belongs to the dispute forum created under the Act.

Section 79(1) cannot replace that machinery.

7. The present case concerns penal charges for alleged
encroachment. Whether such charges are valid depends on facts,
interpretation of bye laws and application of law. Such issues
need adjudication by a competent forum. However the impugned
order records a clear finding that the charges are contrary to the
bye laws and therefore must be deleted. This is not a mere

direction to follow procedure. It is a decision on legality.

J
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8. Once the Registrar concludes that the charges are illegal, he
effectively decides the dispute between parties. After reaching
that conclusion, he directs deletion of entries. The direction
therefore flows from adjudication. Section 79(1) does not permit
such exercise. The Registrar could have asked the society to act
according to law after a competent forum decided the dispute. He

could not himself decide it.

9. Consequently the impugned order cannot stand. The orders
of the Original Authority and the Revisional Authority dated 21
March 2025 are set aside.

10. This Court has not examined whether the charges are valid
or invalid. That question remains open. If respondent nos. 4 and
5 challenge the charges before the competent forum or raise
defense in appropriate proceedings, that authority shall decide

the matter independently and according to law.

11. With this clarification, the petition stands disposed of.

Q.1) How many Licenses /

Tenants can reside in the rental
flat? What action can be taken
if high number of occupants
are residing in the rental flat?
How to solve this issue by the
society?

Ans 1- The area of flats are
restricted as per the approved
building plans and accordingly
water inlet in the flat and other
facilities are provided to the
Residents / Occupants of the flats.
If the residents or tenants are
residing in higher number in such
case there is no any provisions
in the Act, Rules and Byelaws.
Hence for the better and proper
atmosphere in the society, the
society has to decide this issue in
its AGM/ SGBM and accordingly
frame the Rules and Regulations
looking to the situation. Hence
in this regards as per Section
76 of the MCS Act 1960, 1/5th
members of the society can ask the
society to call a SGM by giving
specific subject in writing to call
the meeting within one month. At
the instance of the registrar or at
the instance of the committee of
such federal society.

.

If such society fails to call such
meeting, in such case registrar or
any personauthorized by himshall
have power to call such meeting.
Also as per Byelaws n0.96 of the
Model Byelaws such meeting
can be called at the instance of
the Chairman or by the decision
of the major of committee shall
be call within one month. In such
special meeting shall not transact
any business other than mentioned
in the notice. In such meeting the
society can restrict the maximum
number of occupants in the flat
and also can decide additional
charges for residing maximum no
of occupants.

Further it is also advised that
when member gives flat on rental
basis it is to be decided before
giving NOC, how many residents
are residing and to whom the flat
can be rented and also ask police
verification.
